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Departing from where you are staying around 8:30 am, 
our vehicle takes the national route number 3, along the 
way, we can see the valleys of Carbajal and Tierra Mayor 

with their winter centers and shelters that offer various adventure activities to visitors in 
both winter and summer. After a 20-minute journey, we 
take the detour onto the complementary route "J," a 
provincial gravel road that takes us to the coast of the 
Beagle Channel and the small fishing village of Puerto 
Almanza. This route passes through forested areas, 
peatlands, and follows the banks of the Larsifashaj River on 
its winding course, carrying meltwater to the Beagle 
Channel. We reach Bahía Brown on the channel's coast and make a stop to appreciate the 

landscape and take photos. After a few minutes, we 
take the detour onto the complementary route "K" and 
arrive at our destination, Puerto Almanza, an 
Argentine Naval Prefecture. We walk along the beach, 
admiring the landscape, flora, and birdlife present. 
Lunch takes place in a local restaurant, on the shores 
of Bahía Brown, with views of the Beagle Channel and 

Puerto Williams (Chile). Visitors can delight in dishes prepared with king crab, mollusks, 
sea bass, hake, trout, or salmon. We return to Ushuaia around 4:00 pm after a 
spectacular day filled with emotions, natural scenery, wildlife sightings,and stories that 
will remain in our memories for a long time.
